Mrs. White says she was assaulted by her
father, Thomas Lawrie, who is and for many
years has been the sexton of-St. Ann's church.

Mye. White {s a delicate woman. She avpears
to he suffering from the effects of ths blow
which sho says her father dealt her last Tues-
day morning.  Bho mado the following statfe-
nmont:

“J have boen married for six years, andI
lived with my husband, in the northern part
of this state, when my father wrote me
1ast October, askmg me to occupy his summer
residence at Wastficld, N. J. He eaid that
my husband might work the sixteon acres
that go with the residence, got work in the vile
lags or find employment in New York. My hus.
band had & good position in a stere, but Iin-
duced him to give that up aud ceme down hera
to accept my father's offur, bocause it Jooked like
a goud one, as we were to pay no rent and have
oxclnsive use of the place at Weatfield, oxcept
during the summer months, when father and
mother would be with ua. We ocame and brought
our furniture. My busband saw at once that
things had been misropresented. The place is
two miles from the railrond depot and the vil-
lage, g9 that finding employment oither in the
village or in New York wae out of the question.
Wae could not work the farm, as to equin it wonld
cost more than the cropa would be worth, and we
wore without means. My husband returned to
.our northern home and took the furniture hg.ck
with & week. I have since boon stopping
here with my sister. My husband did not find
.employment until recently. My father has beon
telling my friends of late that I hud made & great
mistake in leaviag the Westfield place, as he 1n-
tonded to give me the deed of itif Iremainod
there. This is not true and, a¢ ha intimated that
I was a fool, I was placed in & ridiculous lightsso
1 went to him at the church last Tuesday and
told him that he must cease saying such things
about me. After talking with him awhile I told
him I would bring him to court if he talked
about me auy more. As soon a3 I mentioned the
word court he flew intoarage aud ran at me. His
hand feoll violently between my shonlders and1
was thrown out through the chapel door and
down the steps to the sidewalk. There was &
nurse and two children sitting on the steps and
I almost fell over them. I have suffered great
pain n my neck and left shounlder »inece and my
whote system is still suffering from shock.”

“Did you say anything to aggravale him ?”
asked the roporter.

I ouly asked him to stop talking about me and
threatened to bring him to court.”

“No; Twant to find the nurse who witnossed it,
that I may show him iu hig true position.

Mrs. White said further that she had had seri-
ous trouble with her fathor years ago. bat de.
clined to talk of it. She was to have yeturned to
Ler husband yesterday, but says she is still un-
able to travel.

Thomas Lawrie was found in his little office in
the chapel of St. Ann's church by an EAGLE re-
porter this morning, He is a rather undersized
man, with iron gray hair, and is appareutly G0
years of age. o was told that his daughtor
alleged an avsault upon her. Iu reply he said:

vAsgault, humpht Al 1 did was to pnt her out
of the deor. Idid notstrike her or use any vio-
lence, except to put her out.”

*“No; she aud I were alons hove in the hallway
of the chapel. She came in while I waa talking
with & taan at the door, and sat down on that
bench [pointing to a bench that was some twenty
feet from the entrauncel. When I finished with
the man I went and stood in front of whore she
gat on the Lench and asked her what she wanted.
Sha did not reply, but began to abuse ner mother
and myself. Iwounld not have paid attention to
hier abuse of me, but Idid of her mother. Itold hor
not to make any row and to go away. She re-
fused and so I put her out. She is tryimng to make
iroubls for me and her mother all tho time. I
ghall not do anything and 1 want nothing said.
Lot her keep up her talk if sha wants to. I have
children that are dutiful, but some of them aint.
There are thrse who are together all the time
and they are perfect divils.” The sexton said
sJdivile” with an accent wheelt bstokened the an.
central origin of part of the allezed errant traits
in bis children, Thero was no attempt fo conceal
the state of his mmd toward these members of
his family. e reiterated over and over again
that e ured no violence agaiust his daughter;
that he never strnok any of his children in his
life. He declared that he wad willing to go into
gourt and prove hisstatement. Ho concluded:
“Afy daughter is always threatenming me with the
court. Let her bezin now and carcy out her
threats.”

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HORE PHARMAOCISTS GRADUATED.

Commoucement Exerclues of the Brooi-
tyn Oollege Lnst Night.

The graduating class of the Brooklyn college
of pharmacy held commancement exerocises in
Associntion hail last evening. 1t numbered
twelvo young men., The institution {8 a yonng
one, and this was the first gradnation, The stage
was lined with bouquets and flowering plants.

Aftor tho march the Rev. Joseph Dunn Burrsll
offered prayer. Then Professor R. E. Ecoles,
Ph. D., dean of the college, made an address in
which he outlined the history of the institution.
He said it had been the policy of Brooklyn in«
structors in pharmacy to.teach fewer things than
had besn tanght previonsly in other citles,
but to aendeavor to teach them 1aore thor-
onghly. The class started with ywenty members
about six months sgo. Some fell by the
wayside, and only fourteen teok the last
examination, and twelve of those had gradusted.
Three of tham were under age and ceuld not re-
ceive diplomas. This way, the speaker said, the
best graduating class the institutien ever had
(probably becanse it was the frst). Dr. Eccles
snid twolve was s lucky number. He quoted
Ralph Waldo Emerson to show that what was
excellont was permanent, and applied the senti.
ment to pharmaceutical work.

Aftor Dr. Eccles'address B. O, Bont played a
cornet solo, with orchestral accompaniament.
The selection was from “Cleopatra,” and was eX~
ceedingly well rendered.

Mayor Boody then made & brief speesh. Ha
was warmly applanded as he was presented. The
mayor said he was not qualified to speak of
pharmacy because he knew nothing aboutit, e
was obliged to fall back on the old sub-
ject, *'Brooklyn.” Constdering that the mem-
bers of the class were to deal in the
matcrials that kill or eure, he felt that
ho was to plead for Drookiyn. There was
o vast amount of knowledge extant to-day. The
mayor attributed this to the large number of
educational organizations now in existence. To-
doy every trade, every profession has its organ-
wations, It was an age ef combinations, The
members of every calling galned by educational
organizations. Men were coming here in multi-
tudes, representing all clakses of life, The
solntion of regulating these various classes,
the speakor thought, lay in organization. By
organization we come to know each sther betler
and to loarn to meot our needs more thoroughly.
The mayor closed by welcoming the young men
on behalf of the city on the occasion of their en-
trance to the prefessional ranks.

The orchestrs played a collection of colloge
airs, after which T. M. Labey, Ph. ., president
of the coliege, conferred tho degree of Ph. G., on
the twelve gradnates and gave them their di-
plomas, The orchestra gave another gelection,
and then J. F. Smith, the valedictorian, made
an interesting address. .

John Gsllaghaer, Ph, G., president of the Kings
county pharmsaceutical association presented
several special prizes and was followed by Jozeph
C. Hondrix, president of the board of eduncation,
who delighted the audience with one of his hu-
morous and at the sume time practical spseches.
Professor W. P. DeForsst, Ph. G., delivered the
charge to the gradnates and the exercises closed
with & brief address by L. T. terking, Ph. G.

ARABS THINK

American Women Ought to be
Ashamed of Themselves.

Brooklyn Bridge, Heffman House Pict-
ures, the Elevated Railway, Steam-
ships and Telephenes Are Works of the
Devil—America as Seen Through Al-
gerian Eyeo—Xnterview With the Sultan
of Algiers.

The Algerian Arabs who are with Barnum &
Baijey's show celebratad the feast of the Rama-
dan, in the cook tent, at the show grounds yea-
torday afternoon. They had been fasting thirty
days in memory of Mahomet's flight. Now
they bathed and, dressing in their finest robes.
prepared to celebrato his safoty. :

It was a true Algeriau feast because it began
with oysters and ended with black ocoffee, while
the interior courses ware just such as would be
seen at A dinner at the Oriontal hotel whea the
QCouney lsland season opened.

The Arabs, nol being up in orientalism, did nat
kolvw what to make of some of the viands. The
chicken, turkey and fislt were all vight because
they bad been brought from a Jowish butcher
and draxsad in orthodox style on the pround, but
the oysters were & puzzie aud the Arabi gotl to
arguing over them. Oue young mas, who
thought he knew it all, said they came out of the
sea, while ladji Ben Dreess, who {8 & very learned
man, contended that thoy were a large spacias of
“those things that como out of the ground when
it raina” (8nails). Tho question was left to Ben
Al to decide, and he ssttled the matter LY prov-
ing that the prophet used to eat oyaters. Bo the
feast went on.

After it was over pipes were lit and the Arabs
produced their musical instruments. Thero
were two very large tambourines, an exceadingly
small, faint toned Arab maundolin, » little bone
fiute and a pair of iron clapperi. Tirst the flute
and tambourines played an air that had only nino
notes ie it. They kept it up for five minutes, and
the Amorican portion of the sudience grew very
waary.

en Sis flassan Ben Ali, who is an Amer-
{eanized Algerian and {alks very good Enxlish
and who is aleo world fair commisaiounec for Mo-
rocco and Aigiers, and who brougzht the trounpe
over to this gountry, aftor obtaining the parmis-
sion of the sultan of Algisrs, to whom thoy be-
loug, asked Fuarajae Beu Gauga to dance.

Ben Ganga complied. Ho is & pure negro and
one of the uglieat ever seen in this country. e
i8 & eunuch of the suitan’s household aud is,
therefore, of high rank. FHe {s also esteemed
very holy and can dance flve hours at a
strotch before the sultan. Ho was very
richly dressed—a red and green turban,
biack ani brown shawl, gold and white rabe,
vellow trousers, silk stockings and shoes of the
finest rad movocco leathar. He took the {ron
clappers, one in each hand, and began to beat
them together and étamp. The tambourines be-
gan to beat. 1o showed his teoth in a grin of
ecstacy and wagged his head from side to sude
and began to whirl faster and faster till his
shawl stoed straizht out and the clappers sound-
ed " clamp-clamp-clamp-clamp ; clamp-clamp-
clamp-clamp” like a railroad train in rapid nfo-
tion. Here was o genuine bit of barbarism.
Every Arab swayed his body and shouted and
even tho cold Americans forzot to grin. Snd-
denly the whirlins flzure ssuk on one knee and
snlanmed, grinning, then rose goberly and took a
seat with his compatriots. On recsll he repeatod
the dance. Then there waw somo singinz by
Hadj Brahmin Ben Drees. It was very faint ton
very faint accompaniment on the mandolin, but
1t seemed to be greatly appreciated by ihe other
Araba. Ben Aligaid that it wag an original com-
position, telling about the wanderings of the
singer and hiz brothers. Bea All seemed im.
pressod himself. He gaid: *That is very high

When the festivities wore over and tho Arabs
went away they snlutod the reporters very fra.
ternally.

“fHow did they come to eat with us infidels 27
aslked the DAGLE reporter.

“That was a very diftlcult matter,” answered
Ben Ali., "I had to tell them yon were all good
Mahometans and bolieved in the Koran, but that
being in the conntry of the heathon yoa hal not
the advantages of Mabomstan edoeation, and

Then Ben Ali told how he got the celebratad
troupe from Algiers. Ho had beenin Ohioago
for weeks arousing intarest in a project fora
Moorish exhibit at the world fair.

He
was also the agent of Baroum & Bailey, commis-

You biave to pass through 10,000 men and
sighteon different doors to reach the sultan, bat
Ben Ali had the entreés because he is the son of
the sultan’s Mahometan tutor. He was kindly
reoeived, and ag the sultan was very auxious to
hear of his travels among the infidels he camo to
court on four successive days and enjoyed long
interviews. He brought the sultan rieh sud
curious presents—a nickel in the slot machine
that played music when you dropped a ntckle,
and an eleotric scarf pin with a pooket pin. The
gultan wax greatly astonished and commanded
Ben Ali to digclose the magic by which the light
ghone withont firs and the music playad without
hands. Heads are only glued on in that country
and Bon Ali did his best on an explanation, but
the gultan grdered him ta oven tha slot machine
and show him the works. This had to be don:
and 1t broke the machine. Then the sultan or.
dered Ben Al to make another right away. Al
got ont of this by representing how unbecoming
it would be tn him, a good Mussuiman, to tmitate
the works ot the heathen.

On the steamship Indis, frem Gibraltar to
America, Ben Ali bad a terrible timo with them
when they got ont of sight of land.

“We're lost, we'ras logt{” they cried. “Wecan
nover find our way home on 80 mnuch water. It
will swallow us and we will never seo Algicrs
again.”

“{e are in the handsof Allah,” gaid the der-
vish, and all the athers submissively chorused,
“We are in the hands of Allah.”

The steamar was such a puzzle to them that
thoy refrained from discussing it: it was all
necromancy, and that ssttled {t; beside, It was
unlucky to talk of tho works ol necromasancers.
The women on the sltip shocked them, and they
kept away from their sociely as much as possi-
ble; but sometimes curious damsels wonld come
and loek them over and ask Ben Ali questions,
One handsome New York women asked Ben Ali
to agk them what they thought of American
womon. DBsn Ali asked, and Mohammed Beu
AMohammed replied, with the conrage of his con.
victions: “They ought to bs ashamed of them-
golves that they do not cover their faces, When
their faces and arms ars bare, why should they
wear any clothes at ali 1

Ben Ali translated the whole anawer for the
fair inquirer, butitis to bo fearod that she did
not profit by it to the extent the speakor doesired.
This {4 the epinfon of all the Avabg. They heve,

no patienocs with the Christian women and think
them immodest and unfit to be wives.

When the ship drew up at the pier in New York
and the gangway was let down tho Arabs said:
“Hello, here's & picao of the dock that comes out
to meet us. This is better than Fangier, where
wo had to rew three miles to get on the ship.”

The sight of the street cars &t South ferry was
very surprising to them. *“See, soo!” they said,
“the people are moving their houses about,”

Den Ali tried to explain, but the Algerians only
smiled,” He has told so many wonderful things
in trying to explain about America that from the
sultan dewn ndbody believes a word he says
when he begins to talk about marvals., He
is looked wupon as inourablo. The Brooklyn
bridge war another great marvel, only acosuntad
for by attributing it to the devil. The telephone
nearly threw them into fits, Ali got one of them
toBit 8t & 'phone in ths Hoffman house whils
he weunt o bleck away to another tefaphone.
When the bell rang an attendant placed the
receiver to the ear of ths dervish. I'he 'vhone
talked Arabic to him and addressed him by
name. He dropped the receiver and all the
Arabs hastily moved back sud stared at the
‘phone as if it were o sorpent. Ali, returning,
asked the dervish whom he had heard. The Iat-
ter was sure it was the devil this time.

The pictures in the Hoffman house bar made
the Arabs all run away ina hurry. Ali tried to
oxplain the “Fawns and 8.tyr,” but his compan-
ions would have it that it was all a piece of Chris-
tian wickedness. Thoy looked on the deformity
of the satyr as a torrible examplo of the state to
which peoplo are liable to be reduced by persist-
ing in infidelity to Mahomoet.

Shortly after their arrival in the city Bon Ali
got tho troupe to follow him to tho elevatod rail-
way station at Eighteenth street, wmtending to
tako them to One hundrod and twelith stroot.
While thoy were gapiug nt the advertising pic-
tures the train went off with Ali. They all made
a rush for the cars, but the guards kopt them
out. 8o they got oxcited und were working
thomselves up to slay the gatoman, whon Ben Al
returned. o got them safely aboard the next
train and up to Harlem, but thoy wantod to walk
back. They said that cars that ran nway upin
the air with nobody pulling or pushing thom
wore tho work of wizards, and thoy wonld have
nothinz to do with them. Al needed all his
power and persuasiveness to got them to alter
their minds.

Madison square garden, its tower aud the spac-
tators who crowded to the show were all wonder-
fulto the Arabs. They went up the tower and
after looking over the city remarked that thein.
tidels looked like Phar aoh, who himself was an
infidel. They did not like to parform before such
a orowd after they learnsd that ‘the gardgn was
not a portion of the American sultan's palace,
They also objected to sharing the greenroom
with {he other performers who they could plainly
perceive wero not of the true faith. Aliseitled
this by explaining that though not Maliomstans
thomaelvas the speotators and parformors were
persans who loved Alahomatans, He fillod their
ears with praises said to be nttered enncerning
them by the peaple of this conuntry and safd that
performers and speotators all belonged to & pow-
orful American tribe; that they lived together
like brothers aud gatherod cach afternoon and
evening te amuse themselves. This has pacitied
the straugers so far. They alio like Americaus
and regret that Gehenua yawns for them.

Tha great tent in which they are porforming
now excited thieir wonder.

“Why, it is far bigger than that of the sultan,”
they said.

When thoy saw the soldiers of *Columbus"
they thought it was tho American army and were
very muoh pleared at the eight of men in Moarish
dresy, imagining that at length thoy had found
some co religionists on this heathen shore. When
told it wasonly a play they were disappeinted
and exclaimed "“Thsat is for children,”

FREE TRADE VERSUS MCKINLEY,

‘Thomas G Shearman’ and Roswell Jo
Blorr Debate the Question.

Thomas G. Shearman and ex-Congressman
Roawell J. Horr of Michigan had a tariff debate
before tbe Long Island Republican club, Third
avenie and Fifty-fourth strect, last eveniug.
Mr. Horr was first to speak:

Thara i8 no sucl thing as an cutirely free trade
nation—Aat least no nation has cver attempted to
carry out such theovies. Great Britsin collects
over 8102,000,000 turiff duties. But England
levies on the freo trade plan. Great Britain does
not levy and collect on thi:gs she doex not pro-
duee. She prolibits her people from producing
tobacco, bocause one-half ot her revenue comes
from this source. Protection’s plan is to levy
duties on articles we caa produce. 1f you levy
duty on an articte thdt you cannot vroducein
fvum- own country that duty is a tax, If yon
vvy such a duty on an article of neces.
sity the duty comes out of the pockets
of tho poor people. So we put them on
the free list, Weoe levy our duties on urticles
that we ean produce,  Mr. Shearman says that
guch a tax is also paild by the common veople,
but I know it 1s not. (dpplause.] When we [evy
stich a duty we first build up s new industry.
You enable the people of the United States to
pay bettor wages than they do auywhere elsa in
the world. I get this information from factories
I have visited. ‘fhird, we keep s large winount of
money in the United States which otherwise
would leave the country, The next proposition
is that we save a lavge amauut of meney. When
vott levy a duty on the protective plun you build
up industries and set in operation the great law
of competition and in the end produce goods
clhieaper than betore. If that i true we aro
not robbing anvbody. We cheapen 1he goods
for the peopie whe consume them. Iu 15861 we
leried 8 duty of G4 cents on salt, At that time
wea wore making but little ealt {n this country.
Salt should have gone upin price, but it didn’s,
for we began to msnnfaoture it in this cenntry.
Bince then it has steadily [alleu until for tiie Inst
three yeara it has reached 50 cents u barrel. Aund
sait pays duty of 32 cents per barrsl.

Mr. Horr continued this style of argument 1o
tho end of the forty minutes allotted to him,
eliciting frequent applause and laughter,

Mr. Shearman was warmly greeted and during
his remarks suid:

About thiz matter of tin nplate, I have
never gaid that we cannot make tin plate
in this ceuntry. You can make it cheaper
than in any other country, and_ fur that
matter any article. You can do it because
you have n grand country given you by God and
not by an American taviff. {Applause.) We have
advantages which no othier country has and Mr.
McKinley’s littic bill is uot responsible for it.
S4ill and higher wazes produce the present state
of affairs. 1 am wgrainst new industries, bocanss
the unemployed American does not gat in, but
the pauper toreignor. This has Leen proved time
and again in congress and elsewhere.

Mr. Shearman next quotsd the growth of the
watch indusiry, claiming that the 3wiss made
soveral hundred thousand more watchos than
they did before Amorican competition began.

This proved. he said, that a high iariff and ity
subsequant shutting of American markots doed
not injure European 1adustries. In 1HUE, when
the taruf was atit4 highest notel, an emineat Re-
publican wrote that there wervmore nnamployed
worimen than over before. Bince the padsuge of
the MeKinley bil) the unemuleyed had greatly
increaxed. American wages eetit high, but for 50
per cent. juors wages you turn out 100 per cent.
